Tone Quality Lack of clarity in tone quality 
and control is not maintained 
properly.  Tone is airy and 
not supported.

Musician’s technique and 
fundamentals are at a level 
beyond their age.  

Interpretation Performance does not 
demonstrate the expression, 
dynamics, phrasing, and style 
of the piece.  

Performance demonstrates 
very little of the expression, 
dynamics, phrasing, and style 
of the piece.  

Performance demonstrates 
some expression, dynamics, 
phrasing, and musicality. 

Performance demonstrates 
an excellent sense of 
expression, dynamics, 
phrasing, and musicality. 

Musician’s interpretive 
capacity is beyond their age. 

Scales Consistent errors throughout. Some pitch and/or tempo 
errors. 

Some pitch errors, but a 
steady pulse. Or vice versa. 

Pitch and pulse are 
consistent. 

Musician’s scale execution is 
at a level beyond their age.  

Sight Reading No consistency in rhythm, 
pulse, pitch, articulation, and 
dynamics.  

Some consistency in rhythm, 
pulse, pitch, articulation, and 
dynamics.  

Mostly consistent in rhythm, 
pulse, pitch, articulation, and 
rhythm  

Consistent in rhythm, pulse, 
pitch, articulation, and 
rhythm.  

Musician’s ability to sight read 
is at a level beyond their age.
